Law Day speaker
says terrorists 
due fair trials

Mary Jo White, former U.S.
Attorney for the Southern Dis-
trict of New York, said the fight
against international terrorism
is a necessary and complex
issue, and those doing their
part in the criminal justice sys-
tem must not compromise
their integrity.

White spoke at Salve Regina
University’s third annual
National Law Day observance
on May 1.

White successfully led pros-
ecutions of terrorists in the
first World Trade Center bomb-

ing in February 1993, and in
the bombing of American
embassies in Nairobi, Kenya,
and Dar es Sala, Tanzania, in
August 1998.

In the light of the terrorist
attacks on Sept. 11, White
highlighted this year’s National
Law Day Theme, “Assuring
Equal Justice for All.”

White addressed the limita-
tions placed on the justice sys-
tem and the need for fair treat-
ment of terrorist defendants,
while concurrently working
toward a world that is harmo-
nious, just and merciful — all
during wartime.

Navy oil spill booms
keep race on course

WESTERLY, R.I. - Thousands of
spectators lined the banks of the
Pawcatuck River on April 27 to wit-
ness a colorful moment in the
annals of water sports. 

At the sound of whistle, the waters
surged with 16,000 highly competi-
tive yellow rubber “duckies.”  The
humble bathtub companions were
dumped by payloader en masse into

the river where they were guided to
the finish line by NAVSTA Newport
oil spill containment booms.

The competition qualifies as an oil
spill containment exercise for Naval
Station Newport Seaport Opera-
tions. Senior Chief Electrician’s Mate
(SW) Mark R. McCutcheon said 11
personnel were involved, including
those from Public Works Transporta-
tion who helped deploy boom along
the river.

boots, and a pressure-
demand, self-contained
breathing apparatus (SCBA)
or a pressure-demand sup-
plied air respirator (air hose)
and escape SCBA. 

“They asked a lot of good
questions,” Gempp said. “It’s
amazing what 10-year-olds
know these days.”

“Although the daunting task
of combating international
terrorism is now primarily in
the hands of the military, the
criminal justice system also
has — and will continue to
have — a significant role,”
said white, who recently
returned to private practice.

White said the trial of the
East African Embassy bomb-
ings bought the reality of
international terrorism home.
Of the 224 victims, only 12
were American citizens.

“Losing a husband, a moth-
er, a brother, a friend, a col-
league, a child, is the same
around the world,” said White.
“It brought home how the
world has shrunk by interna-
tional terrorism; how it strikes
and slaughters innocent peo-
ple everywhere; and how very
much alike we are.”

Thirteen terrorists connect-
ed to first Trade Center bomb-
ing remain at large, including
the leader of the al Qaeda net-
work, Osama Bin Laden.  With
cells in at least 60 countries,
the al Qaeda network is also
responsible for the terrorist
bombing of the guided missile
destroyer USS Cole in Yemen

in October 2000, killing 17
Sailors.

“We’ve learned that we can’t
think that terrorism abroad
directed at Americans and
American interests is some-
how not our problem,” said
White.  “It is. 

“We found that out on Feb.
26, 1993, when the world
Trade Center was first
bombed by international ter-
rorists, that terrorism had
been brought from abroad to
America, to New York.” 

White said the terrorist
attacks of Sept. 11 only solidi-
fies a horrifying reality.

Those of the al Qaeda Net-
work are very sophisticated
and highly intelligent, many
gaining entrance to the Unit-
ed States through fraudulent
means.  In addition the
heightened security mea-
sures, White said more strin-
gent immigration and natu-
ralization procedure are need-
ed.

An example is how the
Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service issued extended
visas to terrorist pilots to con-
tinue flight training.

White said the criminal jus-

tice system can be a tool to
effectively and fairly defuse
terrorists committing serious
federal crimes that ar not han-
dled by the military or other
means.

Proud of her flawless con-
viction record, she gives equal
billing that the defendants
were given a fair trial.

She admits there are obsta-
cles in the legal fight against
terrorism, such as qualified
translators to decipher lan-
guage and interpretation of
laws, and the collection and
process of evidence abroad.

Through six trials of terror-
ists in the Southern District of
New York, over 30 have been
convicted, many for life with
no possibility of parole.

White said in using the
criminal justice system to
prosecute terrorist defen-
dants, we must not compro-
mise our own fundamental
values.

“All of the constitutional
safeguards given to every
other category of criminal
defendant should be accorded
to terrorist defendants,” said
White.

Military eligible
for 9/11  medal

WASHINGTON (NNS) — The
Department of Defense announced
May 1 that servicemembers on active
duty on or after Sept. 11, are eligible to
receive the National Defense Service
Medal.

“The sacrifices and contributions
made by the Armed Forces in direct
response to the terrorism attacks on
the United States and to the long-term
resolution of terrorism merit special
recognition,” said Deputy Secretary of
Defense Paul
Wolfowitz.

T h e
N a t i o n a l
Defense Service Medal may also be
awarded to members of the Reserve
components who are ordered to feder-
al active duty, regardless of duration,
except for certain categories.

While no closing date has been
established, eligible servicemembers
can receive the award immediately.

The National Defense Service Medal
was first established by President
Eisenhower in 1953, and was subse-
quently awarded for honorable active
service for any period between June 27,
1950 and July 27, 1954, between Jan. 1,
1961 and Aug. 14, 1974, and between
Aug. 2, 1990 and Nov. 30, 1995.

USS Cole home,
rejoins active fleet 

NAVAL STATION NORFOLK, Va
(NNS) — Senior Chief Gas Turbine Sys-
tems Mechanic (SW) Keith Lorensen
caught the ship’s approach to the pier
on his video camera like a proud father
filming his child’s first steps.

He maneuvered himself between
television camera men for a line of site
to his former ship, the guided-missile
destroyer Cole as it completed a
deployment it began some 20 months
earlier from Naval Station Norfolk. 

Along the way, the ship and its crew
sailed into the annals of naval history -
defying the odds, and those terrorists
in Yemen who detonated a boatload of
explosives next to the ship Oct. 12,
2000, trying to send the mighty warship
to the bottom of Aden Harbor. 

Many of the crew of USS Cole (DDG
67) that day, returned to pier 4 to watch
their ship return home— and to the
fleet— the ultimate message of defi-
ance.

“This homecoming is a symbol of the
spirit of the U.S. Navy fighting Sailor,”
said Rear Adm. John B. Foley,  Com-
mander of the Atlantic Fleet’s surface
force. “That this ship is returning to the
fleet today is testament to the dedica-
tion, patriotism and service to some-
thing bigger than themselves. 

Most of the crew on board the ship
Oct. 12, 2000, are scattered about the
fleet at other commands, or out of the
Navy now. Only about 40 or 50 still
remain, and “each of them has voiced a

desire to stay on Cole and to sail on it
during its next deployment.

Gold Team’s proposal
also incorporated
“Blue Team” member

Bath Iron Works
(BIW) as a subcontrac-
tor to perform DDX
design and test activi-
ties, which will ensure
BIW will have the abili-
ty to produce a detailed
DDX design and build
these ships in the
future.

The award of the
DDX Design Agent
contract signals the
start of a revolution for
the Navy’s surface
combatant fleet, with
the development of
transformational tech-
nologies that will cre-
ate new capabilities
while reducing crew
size and yielding sig-
nificant combat advan-
tage. 

DDX is the founda-
tion of a family of sur-
face combatants,
including a future
cruiser, CGX, and lit-
toral combat ship
(LCS), providing the
nation with abalanced
set of war-fighting
capabilities to meet the
security requirements
in the 21st Century.
