A question of ethics

Rules apply to military
for political support

With the elections coming
upon us, many of us may be
asked to support a political
candidate or party. What are
the general rules for a govern-
ment employee concerning
support of a candidate or
party?

1. Department of Defense
personnel acting in their offi-
cial capacity may not engage
in activities that associate the
Department of Defense with
any partisan political cam-
paign or election, candidate,
cause, or issue.

2. Military personnel are
prohibited from wearing mili-
tary uniforms at political cam-
paign or election events.

3. Military personnel, acting
in their official capacity, may
not participate in public com-
mentary such as speeches or

written submissions for publi-
cation concerning campaigns
or elections.

4. Civilian DOD personnel
are prohibited from using offi-
cial titles or authority, solicit-
ing or receiving uncompensat-
ed volunteer services from a
subordinate, and soliciting
participation in a political
activity of anyone with official
matters before DOD.

5. All DoD employees are
prohibited from participating
in political fundraising,
including soliciting or receiv-
ing political contributions;
allowing the use of official
titles in connection with
fundraising, and sponsoring a
political fundraiser.

6. DOD personnel may not
participate in permissible

Whether inside or outside,
rain or shine, the campers at
the Morale, Welfare and Recre-
ation (MWR) Department’s
Military, Youth Activities (MYA)
Summer Camp spent their
summer having of fun.

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Hawaii Sailor
in Olympic race

PEARL HARBOR, Hawaii (NNS) — A
Hawaii-based Sailor with Naval Reserve
Center Honolulu is scheduled to com-
pete in the Olympics in Athens tomor-
row.

Yeoman  Third Class Kelsey
Nakanelua, representing American
Samoa, a territory of the United States,
will compete in the men’s 100-meter
dash in his second Olympic appear-
ance. He also competed in the same
event at the 2000 Sydney Olympics.

“Ireally didn’t say anything coming in
(about being an Olympic athlete),” he
said. “Once the Navy found out, they
were very, very supportive. 've met with
my unit Commanding Officer and the
chiefs and they've all said, ‘What can we
do?

We want to make sure you're okay.””

“I'm very excited, I'm very proud,”
said Lt. Carmen Ehret, Honolulu
Reserve Center executive officer. “I
think it’s a wonderful influence for our
non-prior-service Sailors, having some-
one of Nakanelua’s ability, because his
athletic background emphasizes physi-
cal readiness, one of the very important
aspects of the military.”

Nakanelua, a 38-year-old
father, holds the state of

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cation experts at the Naval Education
and Training Command-sponsored
consortium.

“Our asymmetric advantage is the
partnership that we can create with
you,” Clark said. “I'm so pleased that we
have members of industry and acade-
mia, learning experts from all over the
place.

Because, ladies and gentlemen, we
need your help to go as fast as we can
and bring all the technology to bear
because the clock is still ticking.”
