Strategist focuses on N. Korea
Dr. Jonathan Pollack, direc-

tor of the Strategic Research
Department, Naval War Col-
lege, will give a free lecture on
“North Korea: The Inevitable
Crisis?” on Thursday, Feb. 19 at
6 p.m. at the Pell Center for
International Relations and
Public Policy at Salve Regina
University.

A specialist on East Asian
political and strategic affairs
(especially China), Dr. Pollack

was previously affiliated with
RAND in Santa Monica, Calif.,
where he served in a wide
array or research and manage-
ment capacities over the past
two decades.

He received his master’s and
doctorate from the University
of Michigan and was a post-
doctoral scholar at Harvard.

Dr. Pollack has published
widely on China’s political and
strategic roles; the internation-

al politics of Asia; U.S. policy in
Asia and the Pacific; and Chi-
nese technological and mili-
tary development.

His most recent paper was
Preparing for Korean Unifica-
tion: Scenarios and Implica-
tions in 1999.

Educator to speak
on Supreme Court
landmark decision

This year’s theme is Brown vs.
Board of Education—The 50th
anniversary.

On May 17, 1954, the
Supreme Court unanimously
declared that separate educa-
tional facilities are inherently
unequal.  The landmark deci-
sion was aimed at ending seg-
regation in public schools.

Ms. Eva Jo Gaines, an educa-
tor and  member of the New-
port School committee, will be
the guest speaker.  She has
been a member of the Rhode
Island Board of Regents for
Elementary and Secondary
Education since 1985 and is
the current vice president.

Born in Anderson, S.C., she
attended public schools, and
later attended Xavier Universi-
ty in Louisiana where she pur-
sued a degree in music educa-
tion.  In 1966, she graduated
from Salve Regina College with
a bachelor’s in elementary
education with a concentra-

tion in music.  She taught
music education in Middle-
town elementary schools from
1966 to 1978.  

Ms. Gaines received her
master’s in guidance and
counseling from Providence
College and a Certificate of
Advanced Graduate Study in

career coun-
seling and
s e c o n d a r y
administra-
tion from
Bridgewater
State College.

From 1978
to 1995, she
was a guid-

ance counselor at Middletown
High School. She retired in
1995 as director of guidance
services at the high school.
She is the Northeast Area
director for the Board of Direc-
tors of the National Associa-
tion of State Boards of Educa-
tion representing New York,
Connecticut, Delaware, Rhode
Island, Massachusetts, Maine,
Vermont, New Hampshire,
New Jersey and Pennsylvania.
She had been a freshmen aca-
demic adviser at Salve Regina
University.

Ms. Gaines is a member of
the executive board and sec-
ond vice president of the
Rhode Island Association of
School Committees.

tanley M. Remillard, an enlisted com-
missaryman for 20 years in the Navy,
always considered the aircraft carrier
USS Bennington (CAV20) a jinxed
ship. After it returned from a Mediter-

ranean cruise in 1953-54, he couldn’t wait to
get off.

“It was having bad accidents all the time,”
said Remillard, 79, of Taunton, Mass., who was
visiting Newport Naval Station last week. 

Commissioned in August 1944, a typhoon
buckled the flight deck of the carrier in 1945.
There were several flight deck crashes in the
years that followed.

In 1953 a boiler room explosion killed 11,
and during an at-sea refueling evolution in

heavy weather, a Sailor was washed overboard
and crushed between the two ships.

But as bad luck would have it, Remillard
received orders to report back to the 27,100 ton
Essex class flattop as ship’s company.

Attached to Carrier Group 7 (CAG7),
Squadron VA75,  he was a second class petty
officer working the breakfast detail in the
messdecks on May 26, 1954. The ship had just
sailed down Narragansett Bay from Quonset
Point after picking up an air group, and was
beginning flight trials off Newport.

Just after 6 a.m., a catapult malfunctioned,
causing several explosions and fire in the for-
ward compartments.

“Smoke came rolling down the passageway,”
he said. “For some reason, I put all the lids on
the pots of food.”

The galley quickly filled with smoke, so
the 28-year-old put his head down and
pulled his t-shirt up over his nose.

The next thing he remembers is being
alone, and trying to feel his way out of the
galley through the blinding smoke. A trail
of discarded half-pint milk containers on
the deck saved him, he said.

“I knew the rubbish barrels were near
the ladder that led to the upper decks,” he
said. “I went for the ladder, but got pushed
aside four or five times.” Panic was setting
in.

Remillard then heard a Marine sergeant
yell: “Don’t panic. Remember your mili-
tary training!”

That did it, Remillard said. “We all set-
tled down. We lifted an injured man out
first, then we all followed quickly up the
ladder.”

Remillard said he was the last one out of
the galley, but the dead and wounded
were quickly being brought topside and
laid out in the hangar bays.

One hundred and three died that morn-
ing (some records say 104), and 220 more
were injured. It was one of the worst Navy
peacetime disasters.

Because the flight deck was buckled,

Navy and Coast Guard helicopters had to
lift the dead and injured to the Newport
Naval Hospital on Third Street.

Remillard can recall images of horror
that day like it was yesterday. 

“There was one fellow, he was burned
so bad I didn’t know if he was white or
black. I couldn’t tell if he was a chief or an
officer, cause they both wear khaki.”

All that was left of his clothing was the
hem around is trousers wrapped around
both ankles, Remillard said.

“I thought he was dead, but then I could
see is stomach slowly rise and fall as he
breathed.”

Because their berthing spaces were
closest to the explosion, Remillard said
many of the victims were stewards. They
prepare and serve commissioned officers
in the wardroom and cabin mess. Of all
the stewards in ship’s company, only three
survived, he said.

Remillard was told a valve on one of the
catapults didn’t release, which led to a
series of two or three explosions.

But a Navy investigation suspected that
hydraulic fluid leaked from a catapult,
and fumes began to vaporize and filled
the sealed and closed spaces. Then a

Sailor lit a cigarette. High octane jet fuel
stored nearby also ignited.

Remillard plans to attend a 50th
anniversary memorial service planned at
Fort Adams State Park this May.

A shipmate, William A. Collins of New-
port, and other survivors, have formed a
committee to buy and dedicate a memor-
ial to the victims.

Collins said the names of the victims
will be inscribed on a granite monument
overlooking the East Passage. The rela-
tives of those who died will be invited to
join those who survived in dedication cer-
emonies on May 26 at 11 a.m.

Remillard enlisted in 1943 and got out
in 1963. He was first married in 1946, and
has two grown children. He later divorced
and remarried.

“I’d like to come down to this memorial
service he said. “We lost a lot of good guys
that day.”

Blue Angels 
seek enlisted

EL CENTRO, Calif. (NNS) —
The Navy Flight Demonstra-
tion Squadron (Blue Angels)
announced there is a shortage
of qualified applications for
the 2005 season. The applica-
tion deadline is April 1, and
selection results will be avail-
able no later than June 1.

According to Chief Aviation

All Navy personnel with pro-
jected rotation dates in July
2004 through February 2005
are being considered, but oth-
ers may apply, pending Blue

Angels and detailer
approval. Personnel selected
will normally detach from
their present command in
October 2004 and report in
mid-November 2004.

Arrazola also said serving

with the Blue Angels is a good
opportunity for Sailors to
demonstrate their talent and
skills to millions of spectators
throughout North America.

“This is a great opportunity
to showcase the professional-
ism the Navy and Marine
Corps have to offer,” he said.

“It is also a great chance to
travel throughout the Unit-
ed States and Canada.”

Arrazola said there are
open billets for aviation
machinist’s mate (AD) E-5
through E-7 levels, aviation
electrician’s mate (AE) E-4
through E-6 levels, aviation
structural mechanic (AM) E-4
through E-6, aviation structur-
al mechanic (equipment)
(AME) E-5 level, aviation elec-
tronics technician (AT) E-4
through E-6 levels, aviation
maintenance administration-
man (AZ) E-5 through E-7 lev-
els, storekeeper (SK) E-5
through E-6 levels, and yeo-
man (YN) E-5 level. YN billets
are Type 1 shore duty, and only
YNs completing a sea duty tour
may apply. A normal tour of
duty is three years and is con-
sidered Type 2 sea duty for
rotational purposes. Outstand-
ing E-4 performers will be con-
sidered.

Best thing for flu:
rest, take liquids

YOKOSUKA, Japan (NNS) —
The season for runny noses
and aching bodies is here. To
help cope, there are many
over-the-counter (OTC) prod-
ucts to treat nagging cold and
flu symptoms.

Many pharmaceutical com-
panies market OTC products
to be new and better than any
of the other products available
to treat a certain list of symp-
toms. The interesting part
about these “new” products is
that when you flip the package
over and read the label, the
products are basically the
same or very similar to med-
ications that have been avail-
able for years.

On the package there will be
a general statement about
what the medication does,
what it may interact with, and
who should and should not
take it. Ask a physician or
pharmacist if you are unclear if
the product will negatively
interact with an existing med-
ical condition, or medications
and herbal remedies you may
be taking.

Many OTC products contain
more than one active ingredi-
ent. The active ingredient is
the component that reduces
the symptom(s) you are expe-
riencing. For instance, ibupro-
fen reduces pain, fever and
inflammation, and pseu-
doephedrine alleviates a stuffy
nose. Steer clear of OTC prod-

ucts that contain unnecessary
active ingredients.

Take products containing
ibuprofen with food or milk to
help prevent stomach discom-
fort. Pseduoephedrine is stim-
ulating in adults and may
affect sleeping patterns if
taken close to bedtime. Chil-
dren may feel the opposite

effect from pseudoephedrine
and become sleepy.

Diphenhydramine, chlor-
pheniramine, clemastine and
loratadine are antihistamines.
Antihistamines are the type of
medication to look for to treat
a runny nose. All have the
potential to make adults
sleepy.
