The Senior Enlisted Academy graduated
its sixth Non-Resident Course (NRC) Class
on Aug. 7 at the academy’s Leadership Hall,
Naval Station Newport.

All of the course facilitators are from the
selected reserve force and volunteer a major
portion of their time-offs directing and
interacting with their students on-line.
They are the same group of facilitators who
conducted the pilot NRC Course in New
Orleans.

The class is divided into small groups,
which makes for a more effective group
facilitation and learning experience.

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Coast Guard due

five Cyclone PCs

WASHINGTON (NNS) —The
U.S. Navy and the U.S. Coast
Guard signed a Memorandum
of Agreement recently that will
transfer the custody and oper-
ational control of four 169-foot
Cyclone-class coastal patrol
ships to the Coast Guard on or
about Oct. 1. A fifth will be
transferred at a later date..

Following the terrorist
attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, and
the attacks at the Balsarah and
Khawr, Iraq, oil terminals, the
mission of the Cyclone-class
patrol boats was re-evaluated.
It was determined that they are
invaluable to homeland
defense, as well as to overseas
port security.

Though designated for naval
special operations and special
warfare since 2001, Navy
patrol coastal ships with Coast
Guard law enforcement
detachments aboard have
patrolled U.S. and foreign
coastal waters in support of
Operations Noble Eagle and
Iraqi Freedom.

In light of these considera-
tions, it was deemed appropri-
ate to transfer five of the Navy’s
13 Cyclone-class ships to the
Coast Guard for use in carrying
out the maritime homeland
defense mission.

The Coast Guard plans to
homeport three of its five
newly acquired ships at
Pascagoula, Miss., and two at
San Diego. The Navy will retain
ownership and all life cycle
management maintenance
responsibilities, depot man-
agement, and casualty correc-
tive service up to $8 million in
funding annually through
FY08. The Coast Guard will
assume responsibility for
assignment of each ship’s 30
man crew, ships’ funding,
retrofitting, operation and
management in fiscal 2005.

‘Gitmo’ no penal
colony, CO says

NAVAL BASE  GUAN-
TANAMO BAY, Cuba (NNS) —
The eyes of the world are
focused on this remote Navy
base as hearings begin in the
first four military commissions
for detainees from the war on
terrorism.

But the base’s commander,
Capt. Les McCoy, wants people
to know his end of the island is
“not a penal colony.”

“This is a community that
happens to have a maximum-
security prison attached to it,”
he said.

At 101 years old, Naval Base
Guantanamo Bay is America’s
oldest active overseas military
base. The positioning of a
prison for enemy combatants
from the war on terrorism has
focused attention on, and led
to the revitalization of, a base
that had been in a period of
decline. The population of the
base has tripled in the past two
and a half years, McCoy said.

Set up as a naval coaling sta-
tion, “Gitmo,” as the base is
affectionately known, evolved
into a refueling station as tech-
nology advanced. The base
was leased in 1903 for $2,000
per year on a perpetual basis.
In 1934, the lease was renegoti-
ated to $4,085 per year.

The U.S. State Department
sends a check to the Cuban
government every July, but,
McCoy said, Cuban dictator
Fidel Castro has only cashed
one - in 1959, the year he took
power.

The relationship between
the United States and its clos-
est communist neighbor has
resulted in arrangements and
agreements that are unique to
this location. For instance, the
base plays host to three cate-
gories of Cubans.

At one time, the base perma-
nently housed thousands of
Cuban exiles who had worked
on the U.S. end of the island.
Today there are 61, including
34 individuals who have been

there since Castro took the
country’s reins in 1959. Forty of
the 61 are naturalized U.S. citi-
zens.

McCoy explained that many
of these people never wanted
to leave their homeland but
also refused to live in a com-
munist state. “We are obligated
to care for them,” the captain
said, adding that Guantanamo
Bay may be the only U.S. mili-
tary installation with an assist-
ed-living facility to care for
elderly residents.

Former SMs

make E7 rate

WASHINGTON (NNS) —
Sailors who have converted to
new ratings as part of the Sig-
nalman (SM) rating disestab-
lishment have promoted well
to chief petty officer..

Of the 88 E-6 SMs who con-
verted to other rates in
advance of the rating disestab-
lishment, 44.3 percent made
chief petty officer in their new
rating, including 16 each in the
Quartermaster and Master-at-
Arms ratings. Overall advance-
ment opportunity to E-7 was
21.9 percent.

“The leadership skills a
Sailor learns in any rating
translate across the fleet,” said
Master Chief Petty Officer of
the Navy (SS/AW) Terry Scott.
“These advancement rates
show those affected by rating
changes remain competitive.
Leadership and superior per-
formance, in whatever job you
do, are what we’re looking for
in our senior enlisted leaders.”
